Demos, LPC (Licensed Professional Counselor) for over 25 years, have spent many years working in areas of Forensic Psychology specifically related to Forensic Profiling and interviewing. Mark wrote the book, “The DNA Code, The Forensics of Passion, Purpose and Performance”.  The book is based on his Positive Psychology model of Positive Forensic Profiling.

The model follows a very simple but powerful structure. Analysis, Inventory and Direction. (AID) It is a simple acronym to remember. This will act as an AID in the construction of your own personal Enduring Legacy.
What is also important for you to understand, is that as we work with you in building your Enduring Legacy, the model starts with “A”. We essentially look backward to your history from two distinct vantage points. We know from experience that there will be parts of your history that can be very difficult to return to emotionally; there are likely people and events in your history you would rather not remember. We understand that and want you to understand, though we may look at those situations and people, they are not the true focus of your history. But we must be sure that those traumatic and negative events and people are not holding you back from living fully today and moving forward in a positive way. It has been wisely said, “The past is only the past when it is in the past”.
The work we will do with you that looks at your history is divided into two primary parts: negative history and positive history. There is a well-known saying by philosopher Santayana, that states, “Those who refuse to learn from the lessons of the past are doomed to repeat them”. We must learn lessons well, so we know what to avoid and also failures we need to leave behind. Knowing we have

learned the lessons that resulted in pain, problems, and loss; is an element of the foundation on which you will move forward and build a strong foundation.
Looking at the past should be very liberating and freeing. We see clients become alive when the burdens of the past are for the most part resolved. When relationships have been restored, debts paid, forgiveness accepted and given. We want to make sure, as much as is possible, the issues of the past do not slow you down or erode your foundation for building an Enduring Legacy.
The second essential focus of history is best described by the positive restatement of Santayana by Mark Demos in his book. It reads, “Those who choose to learn from the right choices, best actions, most powerful decisions, positive relationships, achievements, etc., are destined to repeat them”. When we know and can stipulate as to what works, we can count on them to be used for a foundation of strength and resiliency.

The Past Analysis
	Legacy is built upon the foundation of the Past. It is all that has happened up to and until today, this moment! It is the history of you and your family.
Building an Enduring Legacy sometimes requires elements of the past be addressed for individuals and families to be able to focus on the present and build for the future.
We believe that both negative and positive must be identified and managed. The Legacy Forum believes that the most important information in our histories, is based on the positive: actions, decisions, relationships, values, changes, courageous actions, and reputation. We call this an “Analysis of Asset”. To build on a strong foundation, without having to look in the rearview mirror, means we learn from the mistakes of the past but build and develop the positive actions of virtues, faith, values and courage.



	I
The Present Inventory
	Taking a thorough inventory of the PRESENT is the basis on which strategies of growth and development are founded.
Financial wealth is one part of that inventory. It is agnostic in terms of value. How it is used determines whether it will become a blessing or a curse. Whether it will dissipate into nothing but ruined lives and reputations or become a powerful platform for exceptional lives and Enduring Legacy. That is the choice.
Each individual family member is assessed for their innate Talents, Strengths, and Values. Talents are hard-wired positive attributes that when used bring a sense of mastery and FLOW to the individual’s life. Strengths are character and motivational attributes. These can be taught and built into our lives.
Talents driven by values and character leads most often to lives of meaning, passion and purpose. That is what great Legacy is built from.

	D
The Future Direction
	The past is now better understood and managed. Our resources are now ready to be deployed with values, examined motives and with clear intent. We now have an open road to discover and build a life of Purpose, Passion and Enduring Legacy. The FUTURE.
Hope Theory tells us that desire for a positive and successful FUTURE, by itself, is nothing more than wishful thinking. But if we assess our resources and wisely allocate them to craft a well though-out plan to achieve it, Hope will likely be realized, and an Enduring Legacy built.





A - Analysis
1. Knowing where you are in terms of your age and historical context within your family. Who is my family and who am I within my family?
2. How did I get to where I am today, at this moment?
3. Chapters of my history. What would those headings be?
4. Chronology of my family members lives and deaths.
5. The Decades of My History – Short paragraphs and descriptions.
6. Three generations of my family history as peers. Ages when they died and description of their greatest accomplishments, virtues, and character.
7. The Days of My Life – counting and projecting
8. What do I want to carry forward and build upon.
9. What do I need to accept, write-off, come to peace with and leave behind?


I - Inventory
Inventory is doing a deep dive into who you are in terms of your Hard-Wired Talents, Motives, Virtues, and Character in all the five essential elements of who you are. This is done using the SPIES model, also developed by Mark R Demos.
You will be taken through one of the most powerful life-discovery and enhancing processes, The Positice Forensic Talent DNA Profile©. The question, “Who are you or Who am I?” must be answered.
This model will take you through a proprietary process of identifying your innate Talents and Strengths. This will be performed in five areas of your life: SPIES looks at five dimensions of our experience as humans.
1. S – Spiritual – Faith, Values, Motivations
2. P – Physical.
3. I – Intellectual.
4. E – Emotional.
5. S – Social.
There is one additional area we will ask you to factor into this analysis, your financial wealth portfolio. We will not ask you for any details. The reason we

need to talk about it is because as we move to the next part of our Enduring Legacy Forum, “Direction”, we will be looking at how you wish to develop your Legacy.
As we have stated money is not and cannot be the source of happiness for anyone. By itself it is neither good nor bad, positive, or negative. But we know with absolute certainty, money must be combined with values and actions or virtue to ever hope it will provide the future and Enduring Legacy, we believe you deeply hope to create.
D - Direction
1. The future, starting with the context of both the past and present, is where most of our time will be focused. It is exciting because knowing the past is now well understood; dealing with anyone or any issue that could sabotage or slow down your desire to build an Enduring Legacy, is now left in the past or managed well.
2. You will have performed a thorough Positive Forensic Talent DNA Profile© to understand what Human Capital you and your family possess as assets for Legacy Building.
3. You will begin to plan how to deploy both your financial and human assets.
4. You will dream about how to build not simply by funding opportunities, but about how your lives can serve others.
5. What can I do with what I have and who I am? What will the combination of the best

use of my talents, my motives, virtues, and my ability to fund, be able to achieve? What do I know will change lives and build my Enduring Legacy?
